> Kraton or the Palace where Sultan and his family of Yogyakarta live is located in the center of the axis stretching from the
north to the south, and in the secondary axis from the east to the west

> Taman Sari, known as water castle; this was once a splendid pleasure park of Palace, pool and waterways for the sultan
and his entourage. The architect of this elaborate retreat built between 1758 and 1765 was a Portuguese from Batavia.

» Borobudur is the biggest Buddhist temple in the ninth century measuring 123 x 123 meters. It was completed centuries
before Angkor Wat in Kamboja. This Buddhist temple has 1460 relief panels and 504 Buddha effigies in its complex. Millions
of people are eager to visit this building as one of the World Wonder Heritages.

» Candi Mendut & Pawon, are older than Candi Borobudur. There are stories for children on its walls. Located 3 kilometers
eastward from Borobudur Temple. It is a Buddhist temple, built in 824 A.D. by King Indera of Cailendra dynasty.
Architecturally it is a blend of old Javanese Hindu and Indian art. Pawon temple is exactly in the central point of the straight
line stretched from Borobudur to Mendut Temple.
